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Eastern Area Teachers’ Association Golden Apple Award

The EATA Golden Apple Award is awarded annually to a deserving teacher who is nominated
by his or her peers, and who displays excellence in teaching, cultivates positive school
culture and is a contributing member of his or her community.

The EATA Golden Apple Award is awarded at the Annual Association Meeting Day in May.
Selection and Nature of Award:
1. There shall be a maximum of two Golden Apple Awards presented each year.

2. The selection committee will be comprised of 3-5 Board of Governor members plus the
Area Coordinator.

3. A plaque will be awarded to the successful applicant(s).
Criteria for Nomination:
1. The nominee must be a member of the PEITF and have taught in the present school year.

2. The nominee must have completed at least five years of teaching in PEI and hold a
permanent teacher’s license.

3. Completed nomination forms are to be forwarded to the EATA Area Coordinator by April
1, 2025.

4. Nominations must be submitted by a minimum of two persons who must be members of
the PEITF, and whose names appear on the nomination form.

5. Criteria for nomination may be from the following areas:

Demonstrate evidence of life- long learning.

Contribute positively to his or her school culture.

Contribute to his or her community (eg. community organizations)

Evidence of excellence in teaching.

Nominee must have made a contribution to their school community (eg. PEITF
Committees, Board of Governor Member, school sports, drama, clubs, committees
etc.)

Nomination Procedure Requirements:
* Nomination forms should be typed. Nomination can be submitted electronically.

* Nomination forms should be accompanied by 3-4 letters which may be from students,
school colleagues, an Administrator or from an outside source.

* Any other materials collected are to be kept by the nominators. They will not be
considered part of the application package
